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PURPOSE:
This policy provides guidelines for the Dress regulations for events managed by Bowls NT being Pennants and above. Bowls NT encourages all players to be sun smart at all times.

 SCOPE:
This policy is to be followed by all BNT staff, BNT Board, and selected players playing in NT Bowls managed events and representing the State/Territory. 
DEFINITION: 
“National Dress Regulations “
National Dress Regulations provided by Bowls Australia for men and women will be used for all events conducted by Bowls NT 
DRESS REGULATIONS
DRESS GUIDELINES - For Pennant and Above

Bowls NT will approve compulsory uniform requirements for representative players.
BOWLS STICKERS 

When participating in Bowls NT events, the bowls being used by players who are members of the same side in composite teams shall either all carry identical stickers or none shall carry any stickers at all. 

TEAM EVENTS     (pairs, triples and fours)

There is no requirement for teams to be similarly attired. The general appearance of a bowler is the most important factor at this level, not specific clothing detail. 

. 

When participating in Bowls NT events, players who are members of the same team in pairs, triples and fours events and who are from different clubs may wear the shirt and/or cap of the club for which they play pennant or Club Championships and which must carry the BA logo. 

Players are permitted to wear coloured Bowls Australia approved clothing provided it   carries the Bowls Australia Logo and does not carry sponsor or Club Logos from other states.  Players are not permitted to wear a club shirt of which they are not a member.

Players participating in composite teams for state events being conducted by Bowls NT shall not wear shirts, caps or jackets bearing wording or logos promoting commercial organisations or firms without the prior approval of Bowls NT.

SIDE COMPETITIONS (as defined under the Laws of the Sport of Bowls Rule 1.2. 

At pennant and above level bowlers must be attired uniformly in respect to image and colour of the attire. 

MEN’S DRESS – PENNANT & SIDES COMPETITIONS

Attire at this level must carry the BA logo as outlined in the Bowls Australia National Logo Policy.
